As law enforcement officers sworn to protect the public, our ultimate goal is to one day reduce the number of preventable traffic deaths to Zero in Wisconsin .That is why Tomah Police Officers will be out in force from Aug. 19 to Sept. 5, which includes the Labor Day weekend, for the national “Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over” crackdown on drunken motorists.  
Instead of risking an arrest and possibly a violent crash, we urge everyone to make the following responsible decisions: 

 Choose a sober designated driver before you start drinking.
If you’re feeling buzzed, you likely are over the 0.08 limit and should not drive—find another way home such as public transportation, a taxicab or ask a sober friend to drive you home.
